Information for Scholarship Applicants 

 

Criteria for Application: 

 

A. The family and individual must be active members of St. George Catholic Church for the pre-

vious four years. 

 Active members is described as: 

 1. Attending Church regular and 

 2. Contributing time and money to the Church through the Stewardship Program. 

 

B. The applying student must be involved in the parish community evidenced by one or more ac-

tivities (for example, regular attendance at Sunday Liturgy and/or religious education; mem-

bership in the Maronite Youth Organization; parish community service hours in church activi-

ties, etc.) 

 

C.   The recipient must be graduating high school senior or equivalent (GED) recipient 

 

Procedure for Application: 

 

A. The award is only for fully matriculated entering freshmen to an accredited community col-
lege, college or university, and it is to be used for education expenses. 

 
 B.   Applications must be postmarked or received by April 8 to be considered for the next academ-
ic  year. 
 
 C.   All eligible applicants will receive a scholarship. 
 
 D.   The amount of scholarship funds to be awarded will be determined annually by the Scholar-
ship  Committee Governing Board and will be dependent on funds available and the number of appli-
cants  

 
E.   A certificate of Scholarship Award will be presented to the student in May.  The money made 
payable by check to the student will be awarded when the student enrolls in the institution and 
submits verification by sending copies: 
  A. Of class schedule, and 
  B. Tuition and fee statement.

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Sunday: Sunday of the Prodigal Son (2 Cor 13: 5-13; Lk 15: 11-32) The parable of the father and his two sons is the 

longest one in the gospels. This parable contrasts mercy and its opposite--unforgiveness. Jesus also gives us a vivid 

picture of God and what God is like: He is kinder than us; does not lose hope or give up when we stray; and rejoices in 

finding the lost and in leading them home. Do you know the joy of repentance and restoration of sonship with your 

heavenly Father? 

Monday: (2 Cor 9: 1a, 5-15; Lk 9: 37-45) What kind of faith does Jesus expect of us, especially when we meet 

setbacks and trials? Inevitably there are times when each of us disappoint others or disappoint ourselves when we 

suffer some kind of set-back or failure. The miracles of Jesus revealed the majesty of God and displayed his grace and 

favor, especially towards the lowly. When you encounter trails and disappointments do you turn to Jesus with 

confidence and trust in his mercy?  

Tuesday: Forty Martyrs of Sebaste (1 Cor 16: 15-24; Mk 8: 22-26) A blind man is led to Jesus by some friends. 

Without their help he could not have found the one who could restore his sight. The blind man in a special way 

perceives the power of touch. His sight is restored in stages as he responds to Jesus healing touch. Are there any blinds 

spots in your life that cloud your vision of God and his kingdom? Do you allow the Lord to touch you with his grace 

and power? 

Wednesday: (Rom 14: 1-13; Lk 7: 1-10) The centurion who approached Jesus was not only courageous, but faithful 

filled as well. He risked the ridicule of his colleagues and the Jews by seeking help from a preacher from Galilee. 

However, he approached Jesus with confidence and humility. Jesus commends him for his faith and immediately 

grants him his request. Are you willing to suffer ridicule in the practice of your faith? And when you need help, do you 

approach Jesus with hopeful faith?  

Thursday: (2 Cor 1: 23-2:5; Mt 15: 29-39) No one who meets Jesus is left untouched by his love. In the multiplication 

of the loaves and fishes we see a sign and symbol of what God always does: He knows and cares for our needs. When 

God gives, he gives, He given in abundance, more than we could deserve and  more than we need. He nourishes us 

with life-giving word and with the bread of heaven. Do you hunger for God and his kingdom?  

Friday: St Gregory the Great (2 Cor 12:21-13:5; Mt 9: 27-35) When two blind men approached Jesus, he questioned 

their sincerity in order to test and strengthen them in faith and trust in his power. They responded with confident hope. 

He restored their sight--both physically and spiritually. Jesus wants us to live in the confident expectation that he will 

fulfill his promises to us. Do you know the peace and joy of Godôs kingdom? Do you pray for the work of the gospel 

that many today may find true joy and freedom in Jesus Christ? 

Saturday: (2 Tm 4: 9-19; Mk 3: 1-12) Jesus offered freedom to everyone who sought him out. Wherever Jesus went 

the people came to him and pressed upon Jesus to touch him. When you hear Godôs word how do you respond? With 

doubt or with expectant faith? With skepticism or with confident expectation? Is there anything holding ou back from 

giving yourself totally to God?  

Have you prayed together during Lent (not just grace before meals)? Try saying a prayer together before bed-

time, or share your reflections on a short passage of scripture.
